The Original Stovyteller

ENNETH GRAHAME was born in Edinburgh, Scotland in 1859, but

!ﬁﬁer his mother died when he was 5, Kenneth went to live with his
randmother in the English village of Cookham Dene. His childhood years
were spent playing with his brothers and sister on the banks of the River Thames.
Although he grew up to be a banker working in Victorian London, he spent most of his
free time walking along the Thames and dreaming of becoming a writer. In 1895, The
Golden Age, a collection of short stories about the adventures of five children, was
published, followed by its sequel, Dream Days, which contains the now-familiar tale of
— "The Reluctant Dragon."
- r Although both early works were popular, it
| was The Wind in the Willows that established
1 Kenneth Grahame as one of the world's great
e b}'q.. authors of children’s literature. The masterpiece

p began innocently enough as a series of stories

young son, Alastair, at bedtime. The stories, which

featured familiar animals of the English countryside,
continued in letters when father and son were apart,
letters that were thankfully saved by their housekeeper. Although Grahame

apparently didn’t relish “the sheer physical torture" of wrifing, he added new
chapters to the letters and published the manuscript in 1908. The book met
with an inifially mild reception but found an unlikely champion in President
Theodore Roosevelt, who sang the praises of The Wind in the Willows
and soon Grahame's fanciful novel was a solid hit on both sides of the
Alantic.

When | went to college
at Cal State Fullerton | studied Serious Things, but in my spare time found myself -
quess what - acting and writing. Finally | realized | had fo make a choice, and since
Serious Things would always be there, | thought I'd give theatre a fry. I'm il
frying many years later. I've written several long and short plays for adults
produced af theatres across the country, including SCR, and won a few awards and
worked with many wonderful people. In 1990, Michael Silversher and | began
writing musicals that would tour fo schools; our most recent ones, which you might
have seen, include Bad Water Blues, Power Play, Indian Summer, and this year's
The Pride of Weedpatch Camp. The Wind in the Willows has been our biggest
challenge, but I've been lucky to have the help of a great story, brilliant director,
marvelous cast, and a composer who gives my work another, richer voice. As ever,
I've also taken inspiration from my own family, especially my son and daughter.
They're always in my mind when | write my family plays - and in reading fo
them, and seeing the books they've
discovered for themselves, they've
faught me that children’s
literature is really for




everybody. And that helping children grow may be the most Serious Thing of

all....That may sound a bit like Badger, but more often | feel like I lead Rat's lfe:

messing about in a boat called "theatre.”  It's actually much like the boat called

"life": if you take o friend, and a luncheon basket, and row hard sometimes, and

sometimes let the river take you where it wants fo, you'll have a wonderful

adventure. And you might get a poem out of it, too. This is one of mine. | hope
you enjoy it!

Director AART MANKE knew what he wanted to do when he grew up from the
fime he was 8. Originally from Chicago, he began performing in plays and musicals
at age 13, and directed and produced Edward Albee's American Dream in high
school. He studied theatre at the University of Illinois and gained a Master of Fine
Arts degree in acting from the American Conservatory Theatre in San Francisco.
Since that fime he has worked in various capacities as an actor on stage and in
felevision, as a producer, director and choreographer, and in 1991 cofounded a
classical theatre company in Los Angeles called A Noise Within for which he was
Aristic Director for ten years.

The Animals

These are the animals Kenneth Grahame encountered on his
walks through the English countryside.

!\ ©LE: European moles have black, velvety fur and a rounded body. Their

stumpy front legs are spade-fike with sharp claws, and their back legs are small
and weak. They have a pink pointed snout, small eyes, and a short furry tail. Moles live
throughout England wherever soil is deep enough for tunneling, which they can dig at
the rate of 60 feet per day! Moles feed mostly on earthworms, but they also eat insect
larvae, slugs, and snails.

AGER. Badgers are the largest members of \
@Jthe weasel family in England. They live in groups ( . &
of up to 12, digging tunnels and chambers in small ‘ <
woodland clearings. Badgers are largely nocturnal animals that communicate by smell.
Their hearing is sharp but they don't have very good eyesight. Badgers are easy to
recognize by the black and white stripes running from nose to shoulder. Their wedge-
shaped bodies and short, strong legs are perfectly adapted fo digging. Badgers

eat frogs, rodents, birds, eqgs, lizards, insects, seeds, berries and bulbs,
but earthworms are their favorife food.

ATER VOLE. Water voles are often mistaken for rats. (In
fact, Ratty is actually o water vole.) Water voles have dark
fur, a round body, a short, fat face and a long, fur-covered tail. They
> are widespread throughout England, where they inhabit the banks of
ditches, dykes, slow-moving rivers, streams and grasslands. They are expert
swimmers but not specialized for a life in the water, preferring instead
fo live in burrows into riverbanks and make a nest which they line with
grass. Water voles feed
mostly on grasses and

X which they can only crowl along, unlike frogs that leap

using their long back legs. The bumps, or warts, on a toad's

skin are used in seffdefense, for if a foad is threatened, these
’\&: glands produce  sticky white liquid strong enough fo make

even a dog feel sick. Toads are amphibians, which means they

spend most of their fime in damp habitats. The European foad is noctuml, hiding under
stongs and logs during the day and emerging at dusk to feed on insects, worms, and slugs.

SEL: The weasel is the smallest meat-eating

animal in England. They are reddish-brown

in color with a cream underbelly, long thin bodies

and short fails. These finy mammals

live in  variety of habitats

including towns, farmland, woodland, moors and

marshes. Weasels are fearless and will put up quite a fight when attacked, but as

they are so small, they often get eaten by hawks and owls. They eat small rodents like mice
and voles, often making dens in the nests of their victims.

TOATS. Stoats are similar to weasels, but they are bigger with a black tip on the

end of their tails and a brown coat that tums white in winter. During this fime,
they're called ermines. Stoats are found all across Northern Europe and Great Britain,
where they live in hollow trees or rock crevices in marshes
nears the woods, along shorelings and in the mountains. They
have a good sense of sight, smell, and
hearing, and can live as long as 10 years.
Stoats are camivorous, preferring voles, mice, and rabbits. \
